Jane Austen is thought by many to be a great English writer. However,
it has also been said that her novels are boring and are only of interest to
women. So can we really consider her to be one of the great English
novelists?

In her lifetime she wrote six novels, two of which were published after
her death. She also wrote several poems and short stories. She was born
in 1775 in a village in Hampshire, in the south of England. She was one
of eight children — she had six brothers and she also had one sister
whom she considered to be her best friend. During her childhood Jane
and her sister were sent away for a short time to be educated, but they

Sense and Sensibility was her first novel and was published in 1811,
shortly followed by the well-known titles Pride and Prejudice,
Mansfield Park, and Emma.

Romance was the main topic of her novels, and the books usually end
happily with a marriage — this is why some people consider her novels
to be of little interest to men.

Part 3: Passage

People have dreamt about flying for many centuries. Leonardo da Vinci
made the first real studies of flight in the 1480s, creating many
drawings, but never actually building a flying machine. However, his
drawings helped to create the modern-day helicopter and were very
important in the development of the aeroplane.

One of the first ways to travel by air was not a plane but a hot-air
balloon, which was invented by Joseph Michel and Jacques Etienne
Montgolfier in 1783. The first passengers in the balloon were a sheep
and two birds who travelled to a height of 2,000 metres and a distance
of more than one mile. The first people to travel by balloon did so later
that same year.

The next development in flying was a glider — a basic plane that did not
have any power but was controlled by the movement of a person.
George Caley worked on glider designs in the early to mid-1800s. Much
of Caley’s work helped to inform the development of perhaps the most
famous flying machine — the aeroplane.

The aeroplane, or flying machine as it was originally known, was
invented by Orville and Wilbur Wright in 1903. Earlier in 1900, Wilbur
Wright wrote to a friend and said that he believed that ‘flight is possible
to man ... [and] I feel that it will soon cost me an increased amount of
money if not my life.” Their first flying machine flew to a height of
three metres and travelled for 40 metres, landing 12 seconds after take-
off. After making two longer flights that day, Orville and Wilbur Wright
sent a message to their father, instructing him to ‘inform [the] press.’
