Part 2: Passage

Many parents worry that too much time online is unhealthy for children. Poor

academic results, a lack of communication skills, and even childhood weight
problems have all been blamed on the amount of time young people spend on
computer games or social networking websites such as Facebook. Several senior
educationalists expected these opinions to be supported by a recent study, Teens
Online, by Dr Gina Watson of Southmoor University.

Dr Watson’s report is based on five years of research with around 500 children,
aged between 12 and 14 at the outset, 17 and 19 when the research concluded last
year. During the study, their health and achievement were measured, using school
grades, weight, and physical activity. In addition, the children took part in yearly
interviews. Through these, they commented on their social, school, and family
lives, and talked about their interests and ambitions. Watson’s team compared their
responses with their usage of online gaming, social networking, and general
Internet surfing, to deduce connections. The depth and length of the study makes it
the most comprehensive one so far into this controversial area.

Some of its results, published last week, were quite surprising, even to Dr Watson
herself. They showed both that children spend less time online than parents
imagine (around 30% less, in most cases), and that this time is only really harmful
if it forms 80% or more of the children’s total leisure time. Around 20% of the
teens studied fell into this category, and showed many of the social effects that
parents feared. By and large, however, their school grades remained good, and in
some cases, were better than those of children who spent less time online. So what
have we learnt? Perhaps much of this online time is actually school study!
